‘ bring fire on the enemy, and then imoved from one gun position to the next,
& personally placing the weapons to fire into the flanks of the hostile force.
. The cnemy tried to prevent him with mortar and machine gun fire, but, undauntea,
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he con’ca.nued until he had four machine guns firing. He then took uﬁ an auto-
matic rifle and opened fire himself. A4t least 30 of the enemy were, killed and

a large group cut off. When this group tried to escape some time later they
were all killed or captured. By his courageous and aggressive actions Sergeant
Graves destroyed the hostile force, inflicting heavy casualt:.ea. Entered the
S«.rvz.ce *from Crandon, Wisconsin.

Private First Class Lilly,
an aid man, without hesitation crawled across 150 yards of open terrain under
machine gun and sniper fire to reach the mjured man, He then carned the
wounded officer on his back across the open area to a place of safety. On 10
November 1944 Private First Class Lilly was seriously wounded while going: to
the aid of two soldlers. Despite thé pain and loss of blood, he refused tn .be
evacuated until he had. continued forward, administercd aid to the men and di,—
rccted their evacuation. Entered the Service from Bakersfield, California. Y

GUY D. WILLIAMS, 33936759, Private First Class, Company F, 141st Infantry
Regiment, for gallantry in action on 2 December 1944 in France. During an ad- g
vance through dense woods, Company F halted womentarily and set up a hasty de- Wt
fensc. Private WJ.lllams, an automatic rifleman, saw two enemy officers slip
out of the woods and take three friendly soldiers prisoncr. He followed the
group and worked around to where he could intercept them. Then, taxking careful
aim, he killed both enemy officers. By his alert and courageous act Private
Williams saved his three comrades from capture by thc cnemy. Entered the
Scrvice from Herndon, Pennsylvania.

Licutenantsdc Farland, the platoon leader, quickly organigzed the platoon for
defenge, and then moved to an upper window of a house with a 50 caliber
gun. GCompletely exposed to hostile small ams firc, he opcned fire on the ad-
vancing enemy. Even when wounded he maintained his post and continued to fire
until he had exhausted his ammunition. Lieutenant sc Farlend's courageous
and aggressive actions broke the cnemy attack in his scctor and inflicted heavy
casualties. Entered the Service from Flint, wichigan.
