IISTORICAL DATA FOR MONTH

OF SEPTEMBER 944

The remainder of Robert Rear personnel as of 1 September 1944,
was bivouaced three (3) miles NE of Pozzuolil, Italy. Parts of Di-
vision Headguarters Rear Fchelon had left the bivouac area on con-
voys prior to D-20. At 1200, 1 September 1944, one (1) officer and
40 enlisted men left the bivouac area as part of the D-20 invasion
convoy by sea. This group consisted principally of personnel from
Headquarters Special Troops, Headouarters Company, and members of
the %6th Division Band. These Troops boarded en LST at approxi-
mately 1400, and sailed out of Naples harbor at 1600, 1 September

1944, The destination of th:].s convoy was_st. Tropez, ~outhern - = a

jan Sea, through the Straits of Bonifacio, and the Mediterranean
Sea. The convoy of ships arrived at St Tropez at 1700, 4 September
1944, after an uneventful trip. The troops disembarked on the (4)

beach proper, and walked tOo an assembly area approximately four
miles NW of St Tropez. <The troops pivouaced in this assembly area

for three (3) days before transportation vehicles arrived for their
movement to Division Rear HeadquartersS. At 1700, 7 September 1944,
the troops embarked on trucks, and after traveling appx:o;imately

151 miles, from St Tropez, by way of Brignoles, St Maximin, Manesque,

' to0 Sisteron, France, The convoy arrived at Division Rear CP at 2400,
7 September 1944. ' . |

The movement of Robert Rear Irom Italy was to be completed Dby
D plus 20; however, due to the fact that the required number of ships

remaining personnel were required to postpone movement until D plus

es and hopes for a victorious conclusion of the war in the very near
future, Lt Col Brown, remained ashore to await his shipping orders
hack to the United States as part of the September, 1944, rotation

The D=-25 convoy pulled anchor in Naples harbor et 1900, 7 Sep=-
tember 1944, Approximetely 180 officers and enlisted men from Head-
cuarters Specisl Troops, Headguarters Company, Division Band, Spec-
ial Troops Personnel Section, IG, JA, Chaplains Section, Infantry
Replacements, and a few Irom the AG Section, were part of this con-
voy to board an American Troop Ship. The route by sea was relative-
1y the same as the D=-20 convoy, and the troops landed at 1000, © Sep-
tember 1944. After an uneventful sea journey, with well prepared
meals by the navy personnel which was highly commended by the troops,
with motion picture entertainment every night, except the last night
aboard, the troops reached theilr destinatton in excellent condition.
The troops disembarked and walked to an assembly area agproximately
one (1) mile from the beach, where a convoy of three (3) trucks shut-
tled the personnel and their equipment to the Division Rear Headquar-
ters in Sisteron. The first group arrived in Sisteron at 0100, 10

September 1944, the balance of the personnel arriving during the next

two (2) dayse

Major Ross Young, 03484957, having completed his duties as Trans-

portation Quartermaster for the Division, returned tTO the 142nd In-
fantry for duty.

During the period that the Rear Echelon was bivouaced in Sis-
teron, France, contact between the Forward snd Rear Elements was lim-

ited, with tThe result that frequently, it was not possible for some
sections to promptly fulfill missions. Communication depended prin-

cipally. on courier service, since telephone 1ines were not available

due to the distance involvede

The Division Commander ordered that the Regr Echelon be moved
to Andelarre, France. The movement was sccomplished in three (3
convoys, the first departing at 0600, 15 September 1944, an(11 the .
third at 1100, 15 September 1944, The last of the Rear Echelon a1('-5-)
rived at the new location at 0400, 16 September 1944, All three \«

convoys used the voube shown below:

_ The offices of Division Rear Echelon were set-up in an Agricul -
tural College Building in Andelarre. Troops were bivouaced in an ad-
jacent wooded area, well camouflaged and dispersed.

On 17 September 1944, Lt Col David P. Faulkner, 0277342, was
transferred from the 142nd Infantry to Special Troops, and assumed
command, thereby relieving Captain Elden R, McRobert, 01308161, act-
ing Commanding Officer of Special Troops.

In spite of ten (10) days of almost continuous rain and fairly
cold weather, working conditions in the Administration building were
fairly comfortable, even though some of the sections were not adequate=-

!

1y ecuipped with heating facilities. Administrative functions were
performed efficiently and punctually.

While located at Andelarj:'e, communication between Forward and Rear
was maintained by telephone and courier service, Difficulty was fre-
quently encountered in securing sufficient transportation for mailée

Te

water, rations, and other supplies, and for the necessary Special
vice trips to haul Stars and Stripes, and other Special Service items.

Transportation, normally available, consisted of one ( 1) Recon, one (1)
Cerry-all, one (1) 1% Ton Truck, and one (1) captured German Jeep.

The Rear Echelon was constantly on the alert because the Chief of
Staff had forewarned the Commanding Officer to be ready for movement
on a short notice. A survey to determine the transportation Trequire-
ments of the Rear Echelon was conducted, the results of which are shown

below:

Because of the closer proximity to the enemy lines, and to insure
safety measures against enemy infiltration and aerial attacks, more
rigid guard measures and an alr alarm system were planned and inaug-
urated against such contingencies. A roster of Officers of the Day
was distributed to the sections, together with instructions for the
guards and Officers of the Day. A training schedule began on 25 Sep=-

tember 1944, whereby all personnel of Division Rear participated.
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Traeining consisted of one (1) afternoon each week in order to con-
dition the officers and men, and train them in the defense of the
Rear Echelon., Captain Elden R. McRobert was designated as Training
Oofficer. Captain Theodore J. Nykiel was assigned as Athletic In-
structor. On 22 September 1944, personnel of the Rear Echelon were
read the Articles of War by Ceptain John M, Stafford, 0414553, Judge
Advocatels Office, and 1st Lt Charles Hickox, 01103212, Speciel Troops
Soldier Voting Officer, briefed the personnel on the éoldiorl' Voting

procedure.

On 29 September 1944, Major General Dahlquist directed that It
Col Faulkner would, in conjunction with the Division G-1, operate a
Rest Camp for officers and enlisted men from the Infantry Re ts.
The Division Commender ordered that the Rest Camp be selected at some
location forward of Andellare and in rear of the Division Forward
Echelon, which was then located at Eloyes. After considerable recon-
naissance by Lt Col Faulkner and Major Travis, the City of FPlombieres

Les Bains, was selected on 30 September 1944, as the site for the
Camp and Rear Echelon proper. Major Benjamin F, Wilson, Ceptain Jess
W. Jones, and 1lst Lt Charles Hickox, assisted in the arrangements for
the Rest Camp and for the Rear CP, :

At 1500, 30 September 1944, Lt Col Faulkner instructed Captain

McRobert to have the Rear Echelon sections ready for movement to
Plombieres, Les Bains, France, by 1800, 30 September 1944, However,

at 1700, a telephone message was received postponing movement to
1800, 1 October 1944, The reasons for the cancellation of the orig-

inal movement instructions were accredited to the following:

1. The 736th Ordnence (IM) Compeny, which was occupying
the buildings and grounds selected to be the new Robert
Rear CP, was unable to vacate sooner than 1300, 1 Oct-

ober 1944,

The transportation for moving Rear Echelon would not be
aveilable until the evening of 1 October 1944.
