On May 3rd the Battalion CP moved to Bad Tolz., Reconnaissence C
continued on seme mission as did Company "C", OComiipany "A" moved to Penge
berg, preparing to follow 142d RCT, Company "B" moved to vieinity of
Tegernsee with 141st RCT, .

Battalion CP moved to vicinity of Tegernsee on May 4. Reconnaissance
Compeny had two platoons attached to 1l4lst RCT and one pdatoon attached
to 142nd RCT, The lst Platoon was given the mission of rumning out roads
parallel to the Z-01 grid. It encountered enemy resistance at Z-016047
and was ordered to hold in place. Company "A" moved with 2nd Battalion,
142nd RCT to Flintsbach., OCompany "B", with 2nd Battalion, 141st RCT,
fired 60 rounds at enemy positions, Elements of the 141st RCT were held
up six kilometers south of Bad Tolz. The 3rd Platoon destroyed two enemy
AT guns, Company "C" moved to Bad Tolz with lst Battalion, 143rd RCT,

hours, May 5, 1945, a message was received from the Commending General, ' .
