le The operation "AVALAYCUE" wes launched on "DV dav, 9 Beptamber
1943 ot "H" hour 0230. The Collec ting Companiss ssction hmban landing with
their Batt~lion 4id Ststions ahrout 0400, ths lsst unit landed at 1030. Due
to the intsnse snemy artillsrv and mortar fire or the heach thev had diffi-
cultv in meinteining contact with thair betteliom 2id stations, although
Chis did not impeir ths opsration of thess s~ctions. The grﬂatmst difficultyv
was Ifound in acsfomblﬂn% the vehicles arnd sgquipment so ths Collecting Stations
could be established., This was dus to the faect that the vehicles would be
lended on different beschss and the psrsonnzl on another. and could not pro-
cead to the prearrangsd rendszvous because the infantry had not widsned ths
beach-hcad as planned. This difiiculty was overcoms bv sending laisons to
2ach hassch who would meet the personnel and vehicles as thev landed and
dirzct th-m to the new rsndszvous.

prisrit\f or "D" dav, Bvary method of evacuation to tthe b=zach was employad
on "D" dav, including, littsrs, jesps, trucks, and smbulances.

4. The Xitchen equipment for ths Clearing Station was not taken
heceuse of the shortage of vehicles and the limited number of vehicles
ziven priority on "D" dav. This worked a hardship on the patients retained
in the Clearing Station. The kitchens were landed on D plus 17.

O On 15 Septzmb=r 1943 the Clearing 3Station was movad to a locetion
about two or thres miles of the front and forward of the frisndlv artillary
on orders of the Division Surgszon. This location was protested due to the
Artillery emplacements within 200 vards of the Stations, and within easy
range of en=my light artillery. The following dav sevaral shells landad
within 50 to 75 vards from the Cl=zaring Station. It was belisved that this
shelling was intended as countar hattery fire and not dirscted at the Clear-
ing Station

6. During this operetion it was obsarved that both the German
eround troops and 2irmen respectsd the Hed Cross, Although aid men Were
fir=d on occassionally it is bzligwvsd thet it vas not intsntional, as the
Ded Cross bressard can be soen ornlv s short distances, The Collecting
Stations and the Clearin~ Strtion n2d largse Red Crossss painted on all
tentage. Each station elso displeved a largs Qed Cross penel with a white
background which could be ssen from the air at a grsat height, These nred
Crosses were made of various articlses, such as sheets, terps, and sacks. It
is recommended that each Collecting Stetion snd Clearing Stetion be issued
soveral largs Red Cross panals as part of their TB /A equipment,

SECTION IIT

1. Although sncountsring many difficulties during the landing opsr=
ation, all of which ware ovarcome satisfactorily, the line of avacuation.
proved very satisfactory end operated according to plan after the estahiish-

mant of Gollecting Stations and the Clearing Station.,

2. On the 12 September 1943, the 111th Medical Battalion was ordered
to assembls about sight (&) miles west of Rocca d*Aspide for rest and reorg-

the sections proceeded to rendezvous areca, two men to the company w;re killed
on the beach by flying shrapnel and two wounded, Captain Akins was seriously
wonnded about one mile North Of Passtum by mechine gun firs from an enemy tank
that was retreating North from Passtum, After receiving first aid, he was
evacua ted to the shore aid station, Captain Herbert R, Farbasr assumed com-
mand of Company "B", After the infantrv had reorganized, the Collecting
Station was established about 1430 North Pacstum at N857045 (See overlay).

Collecting Company "C" under the commend of Capt Allen B. Markowitz
as part of the 143 combat team, which was held as Divison Reserve landed iI,I
szctions betwesn the hours 07350 and 1030, on "D" day on Green Beach., These
units also encountered heavy enemy artillery fire., The company sections not
being able to contact their battalion aid stations, set up a collecting station
about one mils Northwest of Paestum whers they processed about twenty casual-
ties., 'hen the entire company was assembled they moved and established their
collecting stations at 1700 in vicinitv of N872052 in support of their combat
team which had been committed to action. On "D" day the company land-d three
ambulances, one Command Car and onc % ton Jeep which was equippzd to carry
litters, Thls transportation was found to be inadequate for the number of
casuclties arriving at the station so two ambulances were borrowed from
Company "B".
